oldu. Gazetenin ana hedefleri, Tiirkiye Ermeni toplumunun anadilini
bilmeyen kesimiyle dayanismak, Tiirkiye Ermenilerinin sorunlarini dile
getirerek genis kamuoyunun destegini almak ve Ermeni kiiltiirii ve
tarihini Tiirkiye toplumuyla paylasmakti. Sol, muhalif kimligiyle dikkat
ceken Agos, Tiirkiye Ermeni toplumunun kapali yapisini elestirdi,
alternatif toplumsal projeler dnerdi.

Yeni Binyil ve Birgiin gazetelerinde kdse yazilari yazdi. Tiirkiye ile
Ermenistan arasinda komsuluk iliskilerinin gelismesini,

sinirin acilmasini, Tirkiye'nin demokratiklesme siirecinin
desteklenmesini ve 1915'te yasananlarin, iki halkin onurunu gozeten,
empatik bir tislupla konusulmasini savundu.

2004 yilinda yazdigi bir yazi lizerine, sert lisluplu bir Genelkurmay
bildirisine konu oldu; hakkinda ‘Tiirkliige hakaret’ davalari agildi, aksi
yonde verilen bilirkisi raporuna ragmen alti ay hapis cezasi aldi ve

basindaki kampanyalarla hedef haline getirildi.

HRANT DINK was born on September 15, 1954 in Malatya. His
family moved to Istanbul in 1961. He was placed in the orphanage of
Gedikpasa Armenian Protestant Church with his two brothers.

He attended incirdibi Armenian School, Bezciyan and Surp Hag
Tibrevank High School in Uskiidar and spent summers in the Tuzla
Children’s Camp. Later, he married to Rakel Yagbasan from the
Armenian Varto Village, south eastern Turkey, with whom he grew up

at the orphanage, and they had three children.

He studied zoology and philosophy at Istanbul University. He became
the manager of the Tuzla Children's Camp that supported hundreds of
children in need or without families from Anatolia as himself.

Due to the minority foundation laws based on 1936 Property
Declarations, the Camp was seized by the state in 1984. He was

taken under custody three times and imprisoned during this period

due to his political views.

In the 90s, he wrote articles in the daily Armenian newspaper,
Marmara published in Istanbul. In 1996, he established Agos, the
first weekly Turkish-Armenian newspaper in the history of the
Turkish Republic. The main goals of Agos were, to get in touch with
the Armenians in Turkey who don't speak Armenian, to voice the
institutionalized problems of Armenians in Turkey and to get support
from public, and to share the Armenian culture and history with the
rest of the society in Turkey. Agos with its left wing and opponent
tendency, criticized the closed structure of the Armenian community,
and proposed new social projects.

Hrant Dink also wrote columns in Turkish dailies, Yeni Binyil and
Birgiin. He defended the establishment of relations and

the opening of the border between Turkey and Armenia, supported

the democratization process of Turkey and the facilitation of a mutual,
considerate, and empathetic dialogue about 1915 for both nations.

In 2004, based on an article he wrote, he became the subject of a
harsh edict by the General Staff, he was sued with the accusations
of ‘insulting Turkishness', he was convicted to six months of
imprisonment regardless of the opposing expert opinion and

he became the target of negative mass media propaganda.

Hrant Dink was assassinated on January 19th, 2007 in front of his

newspaper building.

The ongoing murder trial is considered to be the symbol of the search
for justice in Turkey.

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EREN KESKIN 24 Nisan 1959'da Kiirt bir baba ile Cerkes bir annenin
cocugu olarak Bursa'da dogdu. Ailesinin de etkisiyle sol siyasete sempati
duyarak biiyiidii. istanbul Universitesi Hukuk Fakiiltesi'nde d§renim gordii;
cocukluk hayalini gerceklestirerek avukat oldu ve siyasi davalara bakmaya
basladi. 1989 yilinda iiye oldugu insan Haklari Dernegi'ne uzun yillar
yoneticilik yapt.

1990'larin ilk yarisinda, olaganiistii hal rejimiyle yonetilen, Kiirt niifusun
cogunlukta oldugu bdlgelerde koruculuk, kéy bosaltmalar, yargisiz
infazlar ve zorla kaybetmeler devlet politikasi haline geldiginde,

boélgede yasanan agir insan hakki ihlalleriyle miicadele etmek amaciyla
olusturulan heyetlerde yer aldi; bolgeye yaptigi ziyaretler sirasinda sozlii
ve silahli saldirlara hedef oldu.

1990l yillarda hakkinda 200'e yakin dava agildi. 1995 yilinda bu davalarin
birinden mahkam oldu; Ozgiir Glindem gazetesinde yayimlanan ‘Diinyanin
Kiirt halkina borcu var’ baslikli yazisinda ‘Kiirdistan’ sézciigiini kullandigi
icin alti ay hapis yatti.

Miicadele yiiriittiigii alanlardan biri de kadina yonelik cinsel istismar oldu.
1995 yilinda girdigi cezaevinde kaldigi kogusta, birgogu eski miivekkili
olan kadinlarin neredeyse hepsinin gdzaltindayken cinsel istismara maruz
kaldigini 6grendi ve 1997'de cezaevinden ciktiktan sonra, bu konuya
egilmek amaciyla, Gozaltinda Cinsel Taciz ve Tecaviize Karsi Hukuki
Yardim Biirosu’nu kurdu. Faaliyetlerine halen devam eden biiroya, yirmi yil
icinde yiizlerce kadin basvurdu.

2002 yilinda, devlet kaynakli cinsel iskence konusunda Almanya'da yaptigi
bir konusma nedeniyle acilan davada, “Tiirk Silahli Kuvvetleri'nin manevi
sahsiyetine hakaret ettigi” gerekcesiyle 10 ay hapis cezasina carptirildi.
Cezasl para cezasina cevrildi ve insan Haklari Dernedi tarafindan
diizenlenen bir kampanyada toplanan badislarla ddendi. Ayniyil, Tiirkiye
Barolar Birligi Disiplin Kurulu, bir yiligina avukatlik mesleginden men
edilmesine karar verdi. Bu dénemde anaakim medyada hakkinda karalama
kampanyasi baslatild.

Yogun baski géren Ozgiir Giindem gazetesine destek kampanyasi
cercevesinde, li¢ yil boyunca gazetenin es yayin yénetmenligini yapti.
Biri yaptigi bir konusmayla, digerleri ise goniillii olarak yiiriittiigi bu
gorevle ilgili olmak lizere, hakkinda acilmis olan ve halen devam eden
toplam 143 dava bulunuyor.

Tiirkiye'de insan haklarini diin vermeden, cesur bir durusla savunuyor.
Yonetiminde ve faaliyetlerinde yer aldigi kuruluslar ve girisimlerle
maddurlarin yaninda duruyor. Devlete yonelik elestirileri nedeniyle 6lim
tehditlerine, fiziksel saldirilara ve nefret séylemine maruz kalirken, tiim
riskleri goze alarak, insan haklari ihlallerini hem Tiirkiye'nin hem de
uluslararasi toplumun gtindemine tasiyor.

EREN KESKiN was born on April 24,1959 to a Kurdish father and a
Circassian mother in the city of Bursa. Under the influence of her family,
she grew up with a sympathy for leftist politics. Studying at the Faculty of
Law of Istanbul University, she fulfilled her childhood dream of becoming a
lawyer, and began taking on political cases. She became the director of the
Human Rights Association, of which she was already a member since 1989.

During the state of emergency of the early 1990s, when the village guard
system, scorched-earth practices in villages, extrajudicial killings and
forced disappearances had become state policy in Kurdish-majority areas,
she took part in committees formed to fight against the grievous human
rights violations in the region; during visits to the region she was the target
of verbal as well as armed attacks.

In the 1990s, nearly 200 cases were brought against her, and in 1995, she
was convicted in one of these: Because she had used the word “Kurdistan”
in an article published in the newspaper Ozgiir Giindem titled “The World
Owes a Debt to the Kurdish People,” she spent six months in jail.

Another area in which she has struggled is that of sexual abuse of women.
In her ward during her 1995 imprisonment, she learned that nearly all of the
women -many of whom were her former clients— had suffered sexual abuse
during their time in prison, and after her release from prisonin 1997, in
order to address this issue, she formed the Legal Assistance Office against
Sexual Abuse and Rape in Custody. Within twenty years, hundreds of women
sought the assistance of the office, which continues to operate today.

In 2002, in a case brought against her for a speech she gave in Germany on
the subject of sexual torture by state, she was sentenced to ten months

in prison on the grounds that she had “insulted the moral personality of
the Turkish Armed Forces.” Her sentence was converted into a fine, which
was paid with donations gathered in a campaign undertaken by the Human
Rights Association. That same year, the Disciplinary Board of the Union

of Turkish Bar Associations issued a decision to bar her from working as a
lawyer for one year. During this period, the mainstream media engaged in a
smear campaign against her.

As part of a support campaign for the severely oppressed Ozgiir Glindem
newspaper, she served for three years as its co-editor in chief. Today there
are still 143 open cases against her, one for a speech she made, and the
others concerned with this duty which she performed voluntarily.

Bravely and uncompromisingly, she continues to defend human rights

in Turkey, standing by the victims via the institutions and initiatives and
efforts that she manages and takes part in. While being subject to death
threats, physical attacks and hate speech because of her criticism of the
government, she undertakes all the risks and brings human rights violations
onto the agenda, for the people of Turkey and the world.

[Yurttas Sorusturmasi] adli internet sitesi lizerinden, depremde yikilarak
cok sayida insanin 6liimiine neden olan devlet okullarinin insaatindaki
yanlisliklari ve malzemelerin yetersizligini duyurdu; hayatini kaybeden
ogrencilerin hikayelerini paylasti; dava siiregleriyle ilgili birgcok makale
yayimladi. Site, bu paylasimlar nedeniyle Cin hiikiimeti tarafindan kapatildi.
2010'da, Sangay'da, stiidyo olarak kullanmak ve mimarlik dersleri vermek
lizere, gereken resmi izinleri alarak insa ettigi ev icin yikim karari cikarildi.

2015 sonbaharinda Suriyeli
miilteci cocuk Alan Kurdi'nin cansiz bedeninin Bodrum kiyilarina vurmasina
gonderme yapan fotograf isiyle; Subat 2016'da Berlin Film Festivali
kapsaminda diizenlenen ‘Baris icin Sinema’ yemeginde Hollywood yildizlarina
miiltecilere denizden ciktiklarinda verilen battaniyeleri dagitarak; Berlin
Opera Binasi'nin siitunlarina can yelekleri giydirerek; ‘Human Flow’ [insan
Seli] adli belgeseliyle, miilteci meselesini glindeme tasidi.

Siyasal ve kiiltiirel elestirilerini glincel sanatla dile getiriyor, fotograflari ve
filmleriyle, tiim diinyada yasanan esitsizliklere ve insan haklariihlallerine
dikkat gekiyor. Ulkesi Cin'de yasanan demokrasi ve hak ihlalleri konusunda
devlete yonelttigi elestiriler nedeniyle yogun baskilar gormesine ragmen,
insanlara ayna tutarak farkindalik yaratmaktan vazgegmiyor.

Al WEIWEI was born in Beijing in 1957. From the ages of one to sixteen, he lived
in a work camp, where his father Ai Qing had been sent for political reasons.
After the death of Mao Zedong and the end of the Cultural Revolution, he
returned to Beijing with his family.

Ai studied animation at the Beijing Film Academy. In 1981, he went to New
York, where he continued his arts education. In 1986, he left school and made
his living by painting portraits on the street and working at various other jobs.
During this period, he hecame acquainted with the work of artists like Marcel
Duchamp, Andy Warhol and Jasper Johns, and began working in the area of
conceptual art.

In1993, he returned to China. In 2008, ten days after the Szechuan
Earthquake, he visited the region to examine and film the situation; and
realized that the government was not providing factual information about
the disaster unfolding there. Creating a “Citizens’ Investigation” web site, he
released information on the faulty construction and sub-standard materials
used in the government schools which had caused the death of countless
people in the earthquake, shared stories of students who had perished,

and published many articles during the course of the lawsuits. Because of
these activities, the site was closed by the Chinese government.In2010 a
demolition order was issued for his house, which he used as a studio and

to teach architecture classes, and which he had built with the necessary
official permits. He stated that the decision was due to the fact that he

had “disappointed” the Shanghai Municipality with his documentaries on
“sensitive” subjects. He was ordered to be placed under house arrest; although
the order was rescinded the next day, it was followed by several attempts

to prevent him from leaving the country. In April 2011, as he was preparing

to travel to Hong Kong, he was apprehended at the airport. His studio was
searched by the police, his materials and computer were confiscated, his
co-workers were detained. He was held for three months under a charge of tax
evasion. Despite strict government monitoring and limited freedom of travel
until 2015, he continued criticizing social inequality through his art.

Since 2015, he has used his art installations on the subject of flight from the
Middle East to Europe due to wars, to draw the world’s attention to refugees’
struggle to survive. He has addressed the refugee issue in many ways: in

the autumn of 2015 with a photograph in which he posed as Alan Kurdi, the
Syrian refugee child who washed up on the beach in Bodrum; in February
2016, by distributing blankets given to taken from refugees taken from the
sea to Hollywood stars at a “Cinema for Peace” dinner held at the Berlin Film
Festival; by placing life jackets on the columns of the Berlin Opera Building;
and with his documentary titled “Human Flow”.

Expressing his political and cultural criticism via contemporary art,
photographs and films, he draws attention to inequality and human rights
violations throughout the world. Although he suffers extreme oppression

for his criticism of the government of his home country China concerning
violations of democracy and human rights, he continues, undaunted, to hold a
mirror to humanity and raise awareness.
