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HRANT DINK, 15 Eyliil 1954'te Malatya'da dogdu. Ailesi 1961'de
istanbul'a goc etti. iki erkek kardesi ile birlikte Gedikpasa'daki

Ermeni Protestan Kilisesi'nin yetimhanesine yerlestirildi.

ilkokulu incirdibi Ermeni Protestan ilkokulu'nda okudu, yazlari ise
okulun Tuzla'daki kampinda gecirdi. Ortaokulu Kumkapi'daki Bezciyan,
liseyi Uskiidar'daki Surp Hac Tibrevank okulunda yatili olarak okudu.
Yetimhanede birlikte biiylidiigii Ermeni Varto asiretinden Rakel

Yagbasan ile evlendi, lic cocugu oldu.

istanbul Universitesi'nde zooloji ve felsefe egitimi ald. Esiyle birlikte,
kendileri gibi Anadolu'dan gelen kimsesiz ve yoksul cocuklarin yetistigi
Tuzla Ermeni Cocuk Kampi'ni ydnetti. 1936 Beyannamesi gerekgesiyle,
1984'te mahkeme karariyla kampa devlet tarafindan el kondu.

Bu dénemde, siyasal goriisleri nedeniyle ii¢ kez gozaltina alindi ve
tutuklandi.

90'li yillarda, istanbul'da yayimlanan giinliik Ermenice gazete
Marmara'da yazdi. 1996'da haftalik Agos gazetesini kurdu. Agos,
Cumbhuriyet déneminde Tiirkgce-Ermenice yayimlanan ilk gazete

oldu. Gazetenin ana hedefleri, Tiirkiye Ermeni toplumunun anadilini
bilmeyen kesimi ile dayanismak, Tiirkiye Ermenilerinin sorunlarini

dile getirerek genis kamuoyunun destegini almak ve Ermeni kiiltiir ve
tarihini Tiirkiye toplumu ile paylasmakti. Sol, muhalif kimligi ile dikkat
ceken Agos, Tiirkiye Ermeni toplumunun kapali yapisini elestirdi,
alternatif toplumsal projeler dnerdi.

Hrant Dink, Yeni Binyil ve Birgiin gazetelerinde kdse yazilari yazdi.
Tiirkiye ile Ermenistan arasinda komsuluk iliskilerinin gelismesini,
sinirin acilmasini, Tirkiye'nin demokratiklesme siirecinin
desteklenmesini ve 1915'te yasananlarin iki halkin onurunu gozeten,
empatik bir tislupla konusulmasini savundu.

2004 yilinda yazdigi bir yazi lizerine, sert lisluplu bir Genelkurmay
bildirisine konu oldu, hakkinda ‘Tiirkliige hakaret’ davalari agildi, aksi
yonde verilen bilirkisi raporuna ragmen alti ay hapis cezasi aldi ve

basindaki kampanyalarla hedef haline getirildi.

HRANT DINK was born on September 15%, 1954 in Malatya and his
family moved to Istanbul in 1961. He was placed in the orphanage of
Gedikpasa Armenian Protestant Church with his two brothers.

He attended incirdibi Armenian School, Bezciyan and Surp Hag
Tibrevank High School in Uskiidar and spent summers in the Tuzla
Children's Camp. Later, he married to Rakel Yagbasan from the
Armenian Varto Village, south eastern Turkey, with whom he grew up
at the orphanage, and they had three children.

He studied zoology and philosophy at Istanbul University. He became
the manager of the Tuzla Children’'s Camp that supported hundreds of
children in need or without families from Anatolia as himself.

Due to the minority foundation laws based on 1936 Property
Declarations, the Camp was seized by the state in 1984. He was

taken under custody three times and imprisoned during this period

due to his political views.

In the 90s, he wrote articles in the daily Armenian newspaper,
Marmara published in Istanbul. In 1996, he established Agos, the
first weekly Turkish-Armenian newspaper in the history of the
Turkish Republic. The main goals of Agos were, to get in touch with
the Armenians in Turkey who don't speak Armenian, to voice the
institutionalized problems of Armenians in Turkey and to get support
from public, and to share the Armenian culture and history with the
rest of the society in Turkey. Agos with its left wing and opponent
tendency, criticized the closed structure of the Armenian community,
and proposed new social projects.

Hrant Dink also wrote columns in Turkish dailies, Yeni Binyil and
Birgiin. He defended the establishment of relations and

the opening of the border between Turkey and Armenia, supported

the democratization process of Turkey and the facilitation of a mutual,
considerate, and empathetic dialogue about 1915 for both nations.

In 2004, based on an article he wrote, he became the subject of a
harsh edict by the General Staff, he was sued with the accusations
of ‘insulting Turkishness’, he was convicted to six months of
imprisonment regardless of the opposing expert opinion and

he became the target of negative mass media propaganda.

Hrant Dink was assassinated on January 19th, 2007 in front of his
newspaper building. The ongoing murder trial is considered to be
the search for justice in Turkey.

SATURDAY MOTHERS / PEOPLE
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CUMARTESI ANNELERI / INSANLARI, bir grup kadinin, gézaltinda
kaybolanlarin bulunmasi ve sorumlularin ortaya ¢ikarilarak
yargilanmasi talebiyle, bir Cumartesi giiniine denk gelen 27 Mayis
1995'te, saat 12.00'de istanbul'da, Galatasaray Lisesi'nin 6niinde
oturmasiyla dogdu.

20 Mart 1995'te eve donmesi beklenen Hasan Ocak’tan tam 55 giin
hi¢ haber alinamamisti. Hasan Ocak'in iskence edilmis bedeninin
istanbul'da bir ormanda bulundugu ve kimsesizler mezarligina
gomiildigii ortaya ¢ikti. Hasan Ocak ilk ‘kayip’ degildi ama bu

kez ortada cok sayida tanik ve kanit vardi. Kamuoyunun dikkatini
konuya cekmek icin bir araya gelen, her birinin bir yakini gzaltinda
kaybedilmis 30 kadar insan, Galatasaray Meydani'nda oturmaya
karar verdi.

Onlar, sadece yakinlarinin kemiklerini degil, ayni zamanda
sorumlularin hesap vermesini, yargi dniine ¢ikarilmasini, bdylece

bir daha benzer acilarin yasanmayacagi yeni bir Tiirkiye'nin yolunun
acilmasini talep ediyorlardi. Bunun igin, sessiz bir ¢iglikla, yagmur,

kar, riizgar veya gilines altinda, her cumartesi giindi, ellerinde

kartona yapistirilmis ‘kayip’ resimleri ile yarim saat oturdular, basin
aciklamalari yapip sessizce dagildilar. Bu sessiz miicadele, Diyarbakar,
Batman, Urfa ve Cizre'deki kayip yakinlarinin katiimiyla biiyiidii. Eylem
ilk ayini doldurmadan, polisin saldirisina ugradi. Baski ve tehditler

her hafta yinelendi. Onlarla birlikte hareket eden insan haklari
savunuculari baskilara maruz kaldi. Onlar, her seye ragmen, ¢ok sayida
insanin dikkatini bu kanayan yaraya cekmeyi basardi.

Onlarin kirilamayan direnci, hem ic hem de dis kamuoyunun, kayiplarin
hesabini sormasini sagladi. Uluslararasi insan haklari kuruluslarinin
raporlarinda dzel bir yer bulan ‘Tiirkiye'de g6zaltinda kaybolanlar’
basligi, iktidarlarin uluslararasi gériismelerinde de bir giindem
maddesi haline geldi. Onlar, biitiin bu yillar boyunca, gozaltinda
kaybolan insanlari, istatistiklerde birer rakam olmaktan ¢ikardi;

onlari etiyle, kemigiyle insanlarin zihninde canlandirdi.

1999'daki agir devlet baskisi ve polisin saldirilari nedeniyle sona
erdirdikleri Cumartesi eylemlerine, 10 yil sonra, 2009'da yeniden
basladilar. 31 Ocak 2009'dan beri, 1915'te kaybedilen Ermeni aydinlari
da kayiplarinin arasina katarak, sessiz oturuslarina devam ediyorlar.

Yillardir durmaksizin, gézaltinda kaybedilen yakinlarini arayan, onlarin
hic degilse bir mezara sahip olmasiniisteyen bu insanlar, Tiirkiye'nin
insan haklari tarihinde dnemli bir déniim noktasi teskil ediyor.
Yasadiklari acilari baskalari yasamasin, sorumlular yargi 6niine

ciksin diye azimle miicadele ediyorlar. Siddete maruz kaldiklarinda
bile sessizligin cigligiyla hakikatin savunucusu oldular ve olmaya
devam ediyorlar.



SATURDAY MOTHERS / PEOPLE was formed when a group of women
came together to demand that people who had been forcibly disappeared
in custody be found and brought to justice, and carried out a sit-in on 27
May 1995 at noon in front of the Galatasaray High-School in Istanbul.

On March 20, 1995, Hasan Ocak was expected to return home; but for 55
days, there was no news of his whereabouts. Then it was revealed that
Ocak’s body, carrying evidence of torture, had been discovered in a forest
in Istanbul, and buried in a cemetery for the homeless. Ocak was not the
first ‘disappearance’ case, but this time there were numerous witnesses
and evidences. About 30 people, whose relatives had been forcibly
disappeared under the custody, came together in order to draw public
attention and decided to sit in Galatasaray Square.

They were not only asking for the bones of their relatives, but also

for those responsible of these cases of enforced disappearance to be
brought to account and justice, so that the path towards a new Turkey
would open. For this purpose, every Saturday, they sat for half an hour
at the same location under the rain, snow, wind or sun. They carried
their ‘disappeared’ relatives’ photos glued to cardboards, and they
silently dispersed after reading out press releases. This silent struggle
grew with the participation of the relatives of the forcibly disappeared
in Diyarbakir, Batman, Urfa and Cizre. Before the end of its first month,
the action was attacked by the police. The pressure and threats were
repeated every week. Human rights defenders who joined them in
solidarity were subjected to various methods of oppression.

Their unbreakable resistance led to both internal and external pressure
on the authorities in Turkey, asking for an official account regarding

the forcibly disappeared. Reports of international human rights
organizations included a special section for ‘disappearances under
custody in Turkey’, and the issue featured on the agenda at meetings

of governments at international level. During all these years since

the beginning of their action, they prevented the forcibly disappeared
from becoming a mere statistic; and made people recognize that the
disappeared were people made of flesh and bone. Following heavy state
oppression and police attacks on the action in 1999, the gatherings were
stopped. In 2009, they resumed the gatherings. Since January 31, 2009,
they continue to sit silently, also holding up photographs of Armenian
intellectuals ‘disappeared’ in 1915.

These people, who have been constantly searching for their relatives
who were forcibly disappeared under custody, who want them to at least
have a grave, constitute an important turning point in Turkey's human
rights history. They have shown an unprecedented resistance so that
others won't have to suffer similar pain. Even when they were subjected
to violence, letting out their silent scream, they became and still
continue to be defenders of truth.

NATASA KANDIC
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NATASA KANDIC, 1946'da Yugoslavya'da, Sirbistan'daki Kragujevac
sehrinde dogdu. 1972'de Belgrad Universitesi Sosyoloji Boliimii'nden
mezun oldu. Sosyal hizmet uzmani iken, avukatlik meslegine gecti.

1990'larda, Yugoslavya'da ¢atismalarin basladigi andan itibaren,
1991-99 arasinda islenen savas suglarini belgeledi. Bosna Savasi
sirasinda, Sirplarin, isgal ettikleri kdylerde, Sirp olmayan sivillere
yaptiklarini belgelemek icin cephenin dbiir tarafina gecti. Cabalari,
eski Yugoslavya'da Sirp giiglerinin isledigi savas suclarini kabul
etmeyen pek ¢ok Sirp'in yani sira, demokrasi yanlisi kesimlerle de
arasinin agilmasina neden oldu. Kosova Savasi boyunca, dis diinyayi
polis ve paramiliter gruplar tarafindan islenen insan haklari ihlalleri
hakkinda bilgilendirmek icin Sirbistan't karis karis dolasti.

1992'de, eski Yugoslavya topraklarinda silahli catismalar sirasinda
islenen kitlesel insan haklari ihlallerini belgelemek amaciyla Belgrad'da
insani Hukuk Merkezi'ni kurdu. Merkez, bu konuda bilgi ve tanikliklar
toplamaya, catisma sonrasi donemde insan haklari ihlali kurbanlarina
destek ve hukuki yardim saglamaya devam ediyor.

1998'de, Sirp gliclerinin baskilarinin arttigi sirada, merkezin Pristine
ofisi, Kosova'daki insan haklari ihlalleri hakkinda Sirp yetkililer
tarafindan verilen bilgilerin tamamen ziddi bilgiler iceren bir rapor
yayimladi.

Topladigi delillerden, Eski Yugoslavya Uluslararasi Ceza Mahkemesi'nin
iddianamelerinin hazirlanmasinda yararlanildi. En iyi bilinen delillerden
biri olan ve Trnovo yakinlarinda, Sirp paramiliterlerin alti Bosnali
Miisliiman mahk{imu katlettigini gésteren video kaydi, 7500 Bosnali
Miisliiman erkek ve ¢ocugun dldiiriildiigi Srebrenitsa Katliami'nin
kaniti olarak kullanildi.

Merkezin Ocak 2012'de yayimladigi raporda, 1999'da Kosova'da islenen
savas suclari nedeniyle suglanan, donemin Yugoslavya Ordusu’nun
komutanlarindan ve gegen siire igerisinde riitbe alarak Genelkurmay
Baskanligi'na yiikselen Ljubisa Dikovi¢, Mart 2012'de Kandi¢'e dava
acti. Ljubisa Dikovi¢ Dosyasl, savas suglari hakkindaki tartismalar
Sirbistan'da yeniden baslatti. Dikovi¢'in yaninda duranlar, Kosova'da
islenen tiim suglardan, polisin ve ordunun sorumlu oldugunu kabul
ediyordu. ilk defa, kimse suclari inkar etmiyor, catismadaki taraflarin
suclarini esit gostermeye ¢calismiyordu.

Savas sirasinda yasanan vahseti ve gercekleri ortaya ¢ikarmak igin
yirittiigii calismalarla, lilkesi Sirbistan'da, hem yonetici sinifin hem de
milliyetci gruplarin tepkisini cekerken, uluslararasi camianin takdirini
kazand. En zor sartlarda dahi gergekleri arastirmaktan vazgegmedi.
Savasin yaralarinin sarilmasi i¢in miicadele etmeye devam ediyor.



NATASA KANDIG, was bornin 1946, in Yugoslavia, Kragujevac, a city

of Serbia. She graduated from the Department of Sociology at Belgrade
University in 1972. While working as a social services specialist, she chose
to work as a lawyer.

Since the start of the Yugoslav wars in the early 1990s, she has
documented war crimes committed between 1991 and 1999. During the
war in Bosnia, she crossed the front lines to document the acts of Serbian
forces against non-Serbian civilians in towns they occupied. Her efforts
have alienated many in Serbia who remain reluctant to acknowledge

the crimes Serbian forces committed during the wars of the former
Yugoslavia, and even pro-democracy forces. Throughout the war in Kosovo,
she travelled back and forth across Serbia, providing information to the
outside world about human rights violations committed by police and
paramilitary groups.

In 1992, she founded the Humanitarian Law Center (HLC) in Belgrade to
document human rights violations in armed conflicts across the former
Yugoslavia. The center continues to search for witnesses and information,
and to offer legal assistance and support to victims of human rights
violations.

In1998, under increased Serbian oppression, the HLC office in Pristina
published a report on human rights violations in Kosovo that was in direct
contrast to information disseminated by the Serbian authorities.

The evidence she gathered was later used in the preparation of
indictments by the International Criminal Tribunal for the Former
Yugoslavia. Most notably, she provided a video of the execution of six
Bosnian Muslim prisoners near Trnovo, which was used as proof of the
Srebrenica Massacre, during which more than 7,500 Bosnian Muslim men
and boys were killed.

When the HLC, in a report published in 2012, accused Dikovi¢ of a number
of war crimes committed in Kosovo, during the time when he served as
the commander of the Motorized Brigade of the Yugoslav Army, Ljubisa
Dikovi¢, who since had rised through the ranks to become Chief-of-the-
General-Staff, filed a lawsuit against her. The Ljubi$a Dikovi¢ File has re-
opened the issue of war crimes in Serbia. All those who rose in defense of
Dikovi¢ acknowledged that horrible crimes had been committed in Kosovo
by the police and the army. This was the first time that no one denied the
crimes, or equated the responsibility of all sides in the conflict.

Her fact-finding missions into wartime atrocities has garnered both hatred
from amongst the Serbian ruling elite and nationalist groups, and praise
from the international community. She has never given up seeking out the
truth, even when undesirable to most. She continues to struggle to bind up
the wounds of war.
