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HRANT DINK, 15 Eyliil 1954'te Malatya'da dogdu. Ailesi 1961'de
istanbul'a goc etti. iki erkek kardesi ile birlikte Gedikpasa'daki

Ermeni Protestan Kilisesi'nin yetimhanesine yerlestirildi.

ilkokulu incirdibi Ermeni Protestan ilkokulu'nda okudu, yazlari ise
okulun Tuzla'daki kampinda gecirdi. Ortaokulu Kumkapi'daki Bezciyan,
liseyi ise Uskiidar'daki Surp Hac Tibrevank okulunda yatili olarak
okudu. Yetimhanede birlikte biiyiidiigii Ermeni Varto asiretinden Rakel
Yagbasan ile evlendi, lic cocugu oldu.

istanbul Universitesi'nde zooloji ve felsefe egitimi ald. Esiyle birlikte,
kendileri gibi Anadolu'dan gelen kimsesiz ve yoksul ¢ocuklarin yetistigi
Tuzla Ermeni Cocuk Kampi'ni yonetti. 1936 Beyannamesi gerekgesiyle,
1984'te mahkeme karariyla kampa devlet tarafindan el kondu.

Bu donemde, siyasal goriisleri nedeniyle ii¢ kez gdzaltina alindi ve
tutuklandi.

90'li yillarda, istanbul'da yayimlanan giinliik Ermenice Marmara
gazetesinde yazdi. 1996'da haftalik Agos gazetesini kurdu. Agos,
Cumhuriyet doneminde Tiirkce-Ermenice yayimlanan ilk gazete

oldu. Gazetenin ana hedefleri, Tiirkiye Ermeni toplumunun anadilini
bilmeyen kesimi ile dayanismak, Tiirkiye Ermenilerinin sorunlarini

dile getirerek genis kamuoyunun destegini almak ve Ermeni kiiltiir ve
tarihini Tiirkiye toplumu ile paylasmakti. Sol, muhalif kimligi ile dikkat
ceken Agos, Tiirkiye Ermeni toplumunun kapali yapisini elestirdi,

alternatif toplumsal projeler 6nerdi.

Hrant Dink, Yeni Binyil ve Birgiin gazetelerinde kdse yazilari yazdi.
Tiirkiye ile Ermenistan arasinda komsuluk iliskilerinin gelismesini,
sinirin agilmasini, Tlirkiye'nin demokratiklesme siirecinin
desteklenmesini ve 1915'te yasananlarin iki halkin onurunu gozeten,

empatik bir Gislupla konusulmasini savundu.

2004 yilinda yazdigi bir yazi lizerine, sert tisluplu bir Genelkurmay
bildirisine konu oldu, hakkinda “Tiirkliije hakaret” davalari acildi,
aksi yonde verilen bilirkisi raporuna ragmen 6 ay hapis cezasi aldi ve
basindaki kampanyalarla hedef haline getirildi.

19 Ocak 2007'de gazetesinin 6niinde ensesinden kursunlanarak
oldiraldi.

Cinayet davasi, halen, Tiirkiye'deki adalet arayisinin sembolii olarak
stirmektedir.



HRANT DINK was born on September 15%, 1954 in Malatya and his
family moved to Istanbul in 1961. He was placed in the orphanage of
Gedikpasa Armenian Protestant Church with his two brothers.

He attended incirdibi Armenian School, Bezciyan and Surp Hag
Tibrevank High School in Uskiidar and spent summers in the Tuzla
Children's Camp. Later, he married to Rakel Yagbasan from the
Armenian Varto Village, south eastern Turkey, with whom he grew up
at the orphanage, and they had three children.

He studied zoology and philosophy at Istanbul University. He became
the manager of the Tuzla Children’s Camp that supported hundreds of
children in need or without families from Anatolia as himself.

Due to the minority foundation laws based on 1936 Property
Declarations, the Camp was seized by the state in 1984. He was

taken under custody three times and imprisoned during this period
due to his political views.

In 90's, he wrote articles in the daily Armenian newspaper, Marmara
published in Istanbul. In 1996, he established Agos, the first weekly
Turkish-Armenian newspaper in the history of the Turkish Republic.
The main goals of Agos were, to get in touch with the Armenians

in Turkey who don't speak Armenian, to voice the institutionalized
problems of Armenians in Turkey and to get support from public,

and to share the Armenian culture and history with the rest of

the society in Turkey. Agos with its left wing and opponent tendency,
criticized the closed structure of the Armenian community, and

proposed new social projects.

Hrant Dink also wrote columns in Turkish dailies, Yeni Binyil and
Birgiin. He defended the establishment of relations and

the opening of the border between Turkey and Armenia, supported

the democratization process of Turkey and the facilitation of a mutual,

considerate, and empathetic dialogue about 1915 for both nations.

In 2004, based on an article he wrote, he became the subject of a

harsh edict by the General Staff, he was sued with the accusations of
“insulting Turkishness”, he was convicted to 6 months of imprisonment
regardless of the opposing expert opinion and

he became the target of negative mass media propaganda.

Hrant Dink was assassinated on January 19th, 2007 in front of his
newspaper building. The ongoing murder trial is considered to be

the search for justice in Turkey.

AHMET ALTAN, 1950 yilinda dogdu. Orta ve lise 6grenimini gesitli
okullarda dolasarak tamamladiktan sonra Orta Dogu Teknik
Universitesi'ne devam etti, istanbul Universitesi iktisat Fakiiltesi'nden
mezun oldu. 24 yasinda gazetecilige basladi. Gece muhabirliginden,
genel yayin miidiirliigiine kadar gazeteciligin hemen hemen biitiin
kademelerinde ¢alisti. Nokta dergisinde basladigi kdse yazarligina
Hiirriyet, Giines, Milliyet ve Yeni Yiizyil gazeteleri igin yazdigi giinliik
yazilarla devam etti.

Yillar boyunca, 6zglirliikgii, sistemi zorlayan goriisleri ve yazilari
nedeniyle pek ¢ok kez yargilandi, mahkim oldu veya galistigi

gazeteden ayrilmak zorunda kaldi, ama yoluna devam etti.

ilk edebi eseri olan ‘Dért Mevsim Sonbahar’ romanini 27 yasinda
kaleme aldi; Akademi Kitabevi Roman Biiyiik Odiilii'ne layik g6riildii.
1985'te yazdi§i ikinci romani ‘Sudaki iz’ miistehcen bulundugu icin
toplatildi. Yargilama iki yil siirdii. Mahkeme, kitaptaki iki buguk sayfalik
bir boliimii “miistehcen” bularak, kitabin “zoralim ve imha"sina karar
verdi. Suclu sayilan satirlar sansiirlenerek kitap tekrar basildi. 1996'da
yayimlanan ‘Tehlikeli Masallar’ rekor sayilacak baski sayisina ulasti.
1998'de yayimlanan ‘Kilig Yarasi Gibi’ Yunus Nadi Roman Odiilii'nii ald.
‘isyan Giinlerinde Ask’, 2001'de, ‘Aldatmak’ 2002'de ve ‘En Uzun Gece’
2005'te yayimlandi.

Kasim 2007'de Alev Er ile birlikte Taraf gazetesini kurdu. Bir
roportajda, Taraf gazetesinin kurulma sebebini su sozlerle ifade etti:
“Diiriistliikten yana taraf oldugun zaman, olaylar karsisinda tarafsiz
olursun. Nedir tarafsizlik? Bir olayin gergedi neyse, nasil olduysa,
onu oldugu gibi anlatmak. Biz bundan yana tarafiz! Diger gazetelerin

sakladigi haberleri koyacagiz ortaya, biz bundan tarafiz..."

Halen Taraf'in genel yayin yonetmenligini yiiriitiiyor ve Kum Saati
adl kdsesinde yaziyor. Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti'nin kurulusundan bugiine
stiregelen “asker sorunu” olarak adlandirilabilecek konulari glindeme
tasiyarak, askeri otoritenin kirilmasi, sorgulanmasi ve elestirilmesi,
lilkede demokrasinin yerlesmesi icin calisiyor. Gazete lizerindeki

ilan kisitlamalarina, baskilara, tehditlere ragmen, idealleri ugruna
miicadeleye devam ediyor, cesur haberlerle glindemi belirliyor.
Demokrasi istikametinde miicadele veriyor, risk aliyor ve degistiriyor.



AHMET ALTAN, born in 1950, studied at various secondary and high
schools, entered Middle East Technical University and graduated from
the Economics Department of Istanbul University. At 24, he became a
journalist, working in many positions, from reporter to editor-in-chief.
As a columnist, he wrote in the weekly Nokta and the daily newspapers
Hiirriyet, Giines, Milliyet and Yeni Yiizyil.

His outspoken criticism of the system meant he was often tried and
prosecuted and forced to leave his job; but he did not give up his
struggle.

His first novel, ‘Four Seasons of Autumn’, published when he was 27,
won the Grand Award of the Akademi Publishing House. His second
novel ‘Trace on the Water’, 1985, was banned due to obscenity. The trial
went on for two years. Some pages were adjudged to be obscene and
the book’s confiscation and extermination was ordered. The book was
re-published after the removal of these “nasty” passages. ‘Dangerous
Tales', 1996, became a best seller. ‘Like a Sword Wound’, 1998, won the
Yunus Nadi Novel Prize. ‘Love in the Days of Rebellion’ was published in
2001, ‘To Cheat’in 2002 and ‘The Longest Night' in 2005.

In November 2007 he founded the newspaper Taraf with Alev Er. In an
interview he explained the reason for founding Taraf as such: “If you
take sides with honesty, then you can remain impartial in the face of
events. What is impartiality? To remain faithful to the facts, to truth,
when you report... That's what we take sides with... We are determined
to publish what other newspapers don't or won't publish.”

He is the current editor-in-chief of Taraf and writes the daily column
‘Hourglass’. He challenges and addresses “the army problem”, a

main issue since the foundation of the Republic, questioning and
criticizing military authority to facilitate the establishment of
democracy. Despite ad-embargos, pressure and threats, he continues
to struggle for his ideals and to set the agenda with courageous
reporting. Focusing on democracy, he doesn't hesitate to take risks and
transforms the political landscape.

LYDIA CACHO, 1963'te Mexico City'de, makine miihendisi bir baba ve
Il. Diinya Savasi'nda Fransa'dan Meksika'ya go¢ etmis Portekiz asilli

feminist ve psikolog bir anneden dogdu.

Kariyerine 1980’lerin ortalarinda basladi. 12 yil boyunca, organize
sug, insan ve uyusturucu ticareti, siddet ve resmi kurumlardaki
yolsuzluklar lizerine gesitli gazete ve dergilerde yazdi. Kadin haklar
savunuculugu ve yazarligi konularinda uzmanlasti. 2000'de Cancun,
Meksika'da siddet ve cinsel istismar magduru kadin ve gocuklar icin

Kadinlara Tam Destek Merkezi'ni kurdu.

incelemeleri sonucunda, Meksikali bir isadami tarafindan yénetilen

bir cocuk pornosu zincirini ortaya cikardi. Arastirmasi 2005'te,
‘Cennetin Seytanlari: Cocuk Pornosunu Koruyan Gii¢’ (Los Demonios
del Edén) adiyla kitaplasti. Kitap, pedofil zinciriyle hiikiimet gdrevlileri,
politikacilar, isadamlari ve uyusturucu kagakgilari arasinda baglantilar

oldugunu ortaya koyuyordu.

Kitabin yayimlanmasinin ardindan dava acildi. Puebla Eyalet Baskani
ve hiikiimet iiyeleri tarafindan Cacho aleyhinde kampanya yiiritiildii.
Hapse girdi. Birlesmis Milletler insan Haklari Konseyi'nin siyasi

iltica teklifiyle serbest birakildi. Serbest kaldiktan sonra vali, bolge
savcisi ve bir hakim hakkinda yolsuzluk ve hapiste tecaviize tesebbiis
suglarindan dava acti. Davayl Meksika Yiiksek Mahkemesi'ne tasidi.
Yiiksek Mahkeme'de dava acan ilk kadin oldu.

Kadinlari ve gocuklari hedef alan insan tacirleri hakkindaki kitabi
icin diinyanin pek cok yerine gitti. Arastirmasi sirasinda gizli kamera
kulland, rahibeden hayat kadinina, pek ¢ok kiliga girdi. Meksika'da
onlarca meslektasina oldugu gibi basina bir sey gelmesi durumunda
bedeninin bulunmasi icin beraberinde GPS cihazi tasidi.

Pek gok kitap yazdi. Bunlar arasinda, ‘Kalbini Isir’ (Muerdele EL
Corazon, 2005), ‘Utang Hatiralar’ (Memorias de una infamia, 2008) ve
hayat kadinligina zorlanan kadin ve genc kizlarla yaptigi goriismelere
dayanan ‘Giiciin Kéleleri' (Esclavas del poder, 2010) bulunuyor.

Halen Meksika'nin en biiyiik gazetesi El Universal'de kdse yazarlig
yapiyor. insan ticareti kurbanlarina yardim etmede basarili ydntemler
lizerine atélye calismalarinda egitmenlik yapiyor. Ozgiirliige, insana,
esitlige inaniyor, bunun icin miicadele ediyor, risk aliyor ve cesaretiyle

¢1gir agmaya devam ediyor.



LYDIA CACHO was born in 1963 in Mexico City to a psychologist mother
and a mechanical engineer father. Her mother, a feminist, emigrated
from France to Mexico during World War 1.

Since the mid-1980s, she has written extensively in newspapers and
magazines on people trafficking, organized crime, drug trafficking,
gender violence and official corruption. She specializes in defending
women'’s rights, and in the year 2000, she founded the Cancun-based
Centre for Complete Assistance to Women for the victims of violence

and abuse against women and children.

Her research unearthed a paedophile ring run by a Mexican
businessman. In her 2005 book ‘Demons of Eden’, she exposed

the powers behind child pornography, revealing links between the
paedophile ring and government officials, politicians, businessmen
and drug traffickers.

Following the publication of the book, she was sued, and the

Puebla governor organized a smear campaign against her. She was
imprisoned, released only upon a political asylum offer from the UN
Human Rights Council. She filed charges against the governor, district
attorney and a judge for corruption and attempted rape in prison.

She took the case to the Supreme Court of Mexico, becoming the first
woman to have her case heard by this court.

She travelled the world for her book on child and women traffickers.
During her research, she used hidden camera and dressed in disguise
as a nun or a prostitute. She carried a GPS device so her body could
be found in case she was assassinated like many other Mexican
colleagues.

Her books include ‘Bite the Heart’, 2005, ‘Memories of an Infamy’,
2008, and ‘Slaves of Power’, 2010, based on interviews with girls and
women trafficked and forced into prostitution.

She currently is a columnist for El Universal, the biggest newspaper
in Mexico, and conducts workshops in assisting victims of human
trafficking. A firm believer in freedom and equality, she continues to
struggle, take risks and break new ground with proven courage.
