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ABOUT MONITORING HATE SPEECH IN THE MEDIA 

In Turkey, we frequently witness the use of biased, prejudiced and discriminatory language in the 

media. The provocative, racist and discriminatory language commonly used by the media –

particularly in the headlines and news headings – is an instrument that entrenches stereotypes and 

incites hatred and discrimination in the society. Although there are universal and national principles 

of journalism and even some media outlets with their own code of ethics, many news contents 

violate these principles. With the use of such language, unrest and common prejudice against 

vulnerable groups take root in the society. Targeted individuals and groups become restless and 

silent and are forced to give up their right to participate in social and political life, which is 

indispensable in a democracy. Use of provocative and stigmatizing language sometimes lead to 

attacks against the members or gathering places of the groups that have been marginalized or 

portrayed as enemies. 

Prejudice, racism, xenophobia, partiality, discrimination, sexism, and homophobia lie at the bottom 

of hate speech. Factors such as cultural identities and group characteristics induce the use of hate 

speech; yet certain circumstances such as rising nationalism or intolerance of the different further 

increase the frequency and impact of hate speech. 

Recently, Turkey has been witnessing polarization between various sections of the society for various 

reasons, and intolerance against difference or the “other” is becoming increasingly more common. 

The decades-long conflicts in Southeast Anatolia, the sudden demographic changes caused by forced 

displacement of people due to conflicts, along with economic, social and cultural conflicts have all 

played a part in the escalation of tension between communities. Furthermore, presenting 

democratization efforts such as the initiatives regarding minority rights and dialogue between 

religions, or the discussions on the Cyprus issue as “foreign powers’ plots against Turkey” also 

nurture polarization and enmity. Besides, as a result of the developments in the Middle East, 

discussions concerning the Kurdish and Armenian questions and the peace negotiations that have 

currently been on the agenda, the people and institutions that have suggestions to resolve these 

issues have been targeted and certain ethnic groups are portrayed as enemies. Generated by 

particular publications with opposing views, such discourse paves the way for an atmosphere of 

conflict. Finally, to provide a recent example, the way the Taksim Gezi Park protests were covered in 

newspapers is important, since it reveals how media can intensify polarization in the society.  

Due to  the frequent use of discriminatory language in media, the manifestation of hostile feelings 

and attitudes against different groups and individuals, who are known or assumed to be the 

members of such groups, has become an important and ever-growing problem in Turkey. Even the 

opinion leaders such as government officials, opposition leaders and public servants use such racist 

and discriminatory language without any hesitation For instance, during Gezi Park protests,  several 

government officials often made statements claiming that  foreign powers and the “interest rate 
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lobby” organized the protests and this claim caused certain groups, particularly Jews, to be targeted. 

This situation is going on in a way that deepens the division of Turks and Kurds in line with the 

conflicts in the eastern and southeastern regions of the country in recent months. 

The media (press-broadcast), often referred as the fourth estate, is one of the most effective means 

for communicating culture. Therefore, insofar as it has the power to emphasize diversity and 

difference, it can also be extremely directing and influential in spreading and banalizing a conflict. If 

the media behaves irresponsibly and carelessly, it could very easily trigger, nurture and deepen 

racism and hatred between people, and worst of all, it can legitimize and justify such attitudes. 

For many years, the media in Turkey has been one of the active sources of nationalist and 

discriminatory discourse. Such media practices have substantially contributed to polarization in the 

society. When we examine some of the hate crimes that took place in recent years, the influence of 

the media becomes easier to understand. Yasin Hayal, who is still tried as the instigator of the 

murder of Hrant Dink, said in his statement that “He did not know Hrant Dink personally, but had 

read in newspapers that he was an enemy of the Turks.”. The person who was accused of attacking 

the priest of St. Sophia Church in Izmir on December 2007 stated that he carried out the attack to 

become a hero like Ogün Samast. One of the main objectives of the Hrant Dink Foundation, which 

was founded after the murder of Hrant Dink with the purpose of carrying on his dreams, ideals and 

struggle, is to contribute to ending polarization and enmity in the society. 

 

MONITORING HATE SPEECH IN NATIONAL  

AND LOCAL NEWSPAPERS IN TURKEY 

Aim and scope of the study  

The general purpose of the ‘Media Watch on Hate Speech’ study is to contribute to efforts of 

combating racism, discrimination and intolerance in Turkey. Considering the importance of civilian 

oversight on the media, the specific goal of this study is to strengthen respect for human rights and 

differences in the media, which is one of the most important means for producing and reproducing 

racism, discrimination and othering, draw attention to discriminatory language and hate speech 

against targeted people and groups on the basis of the certain characteristics of their identity and 

thereby raise awareness.  

In the long run, the study aims to support non-governmental organizations in combating hate speech 

and enhancing media watch skills, and also to work together systematically in order to ensure that 

the media respects social and cultural diversity and upholds equality in its language and methods. 

As part of the “Media Watch on Hate Speech” study carried out by the Foundation in order to 
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achieve these goals, the national and local press are scanned, news reports and columns that feature 

discriminatory, alienating and targeting discourse are determined, analyzed and brought to public 

attention through reports and www.nefretsoylemi.org website. The content published on the 

project’s website is also shared on Facebook1 and Twitter2. The report is sent to non-governmental 

organizations, media outlets, occupational organizations of the media, and also published on our 

website. 

Apart from monitoring newspapers, the project aims to raise awareness of hate speech by organizing 

research meetings, conferences, seminars and trainings with NGO representatives, jurists, 

academics, occupational organizations and journalists. Therefore, international panel discussions are 

held and meetings on hate speech are organized at universities to facilitate the discussion of 

project’s findings in order to inform people about the concept of “hate speech”, to provide 

opportunities for discussing the possible ways and methods for combating discriminatory and racist 

discourse, and to encourage media to use a more conscious and respectful language in discussions 

concerning human rights issues and minorities. 

Furthermore, initiatives include cooperation with others for the development of lectures on hate 

speech, and theses and dissertations that study hate speech. In 2012, by closely cooperating with 

academics and representatives of non-governmental organizations, we prepared a one-semester 

syllabus draft titled “Discrimination, Hate Speech and Media” and shared it with academics. 

Currently, we are working for improving the content of the syllabus and for its application in 

universities in accordance with the feedback from academics.  

In parallel with the works on curriculum, “Media and Hate Speech: Concepts, Outlets, Discussions”3, 

a collective book that serves as a supplementary source for the syllabus and as an introductory 

source for the general reader, was published on December 2013. The book, which was edited by 

Mahmut Çınar from Bahçeşehir University Department of Communication and prefaced by Professor 

Fuat Keyman from Istanbul Policy Center, has the potential to be a reference work in this field. 

Methodology 

Within the scope of the media monitoring work focusing on hate speech, all national newspapers 

and approximately 500 local newspapers are scanned based on pre-determined keywords (e.g. 

enemy of the Turks, traitor, deviant, zealot, giaour, refugee, etc.) via the media monitoring center.4 

While the main focus has been hate speech on the basis of national, ethnic and religious identities; 

sexist and homophobic discourses are also examined as part of the monitoring work. In this study,

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we mainly used the critical discourse analysis method, along with other related techniques that are 

commonly used in media studies. Textual and iconographic (by reference to photographs, pictures 

and other illustrations) context analyses are carried out in accordance with the type of content. In 

order to determine specific indicators for the content and discourse of the media items, we first 

conduct quantitative scaling and reveal where (in which newspapers), how and by which sources 

hate speech is generated most frequently and whom it targets. 

Our definition of hate speech is based on the Recommendation on hate speech adopted by the 

Committee of the Ministers of the Council of Europe in 1997. Hate speech, as defined by the Council 

of Europe, “covers all forms of expression which spread, incite, promote or justify racial hatred, 

xenophobia, anti-Semitism or other forms of hatred based on intolerance, including: intolerance 

expressed by aggressive nationalism and ethnocentrism, discrimination and hostility against 

minorities, migrants and people of immigrant origin.”. 

In accordance with the purpose and scope explained above, news articles identified as featuring hate 

speech are categorized based on qualitative characteristics of the adopted discourse. The categories 

of hateful discourse, which are determined on the basis of international scientific studies and in 

consideration of the country-specific lingual and cultural differences, are as follows: 

1) Exaggeration / Attribution / Distortion: Any discourse that features negative generalization, 

distortion, exaggeration or negative attribution targeting a community as a whole, based on a 

specific individual or event (e.g. “Turkey is drowned into the sound of [church] bells!”, “Enough with 

Syrians”). 

2) Swearing / Insult / Defamation: Any discourse that contains swearing, insult or defamation about 

a community (e.g. use of words such as ‘treacherous’, ‘dog’, ‘of low birth’, etc.). 

3) Enmity / War Discourse: Any discourse that includes hostile, war-mongering expressions about a 

community (e.g. The Cruelty of Giaour). 

4) Using inherent identity as a basis for hate or humiliation / Symbolization: Any discourse that 

uses various aspects of one’s inherent identity as a basis of hate, humiliation or symbolization (e.g. 

pejorative use of phrases such as “Your mother is Armenian anyway” or “Is your surname Davutoğlu 

or Davutyan?”). 
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FINDINGS 

A study was made in order to make changes in keywords in accordance with the experience from 

previous periods at the beginning of the Media Watch on Hate Speech research of 2015. Keywords 

which have become obsolete and are seen to be no longer used alone were removed from the list 

and the words that are frequently encountered and have been found to have part in generating hate 

speech were added to the list. The purpose of this study was to make the sample more 

representative rather than reducing the number of words; therefore, the inquiries concerning 

adjectives and adjective clauses were reduced, and words that define identities were diversified. 

Since there are fixed variable identity-defining words for detecting hate speech, reduction of 

adjectives has not led to any identity being left out of the survey. This change caused neither any 

significant change in the number of items analyzed before the final report nor in the sample that 

constitutes the basis of this report.  Nevertheless, it is important to state this procedural change in 

the report, since it is a part of the possible changes in subsequent reports.  

In the four-month period covering January – February – March – April 2015, 270 columns and news 

articles targeting national, ethnic and religious communities had been scanned and a total of 278 

hate speech items were found. The difference between the number of analyzed news articles and 

detected items of hate speech ensued from the fact that in 8 publications, hate speech was 

generated in different categories against several groups. 

In this period covering the first four months of 2015, there was a decrease in the number of 

publications containing hate speech compared to the previous period; however, for example, the fact 

that hate speech against Syrians has become widespread shows that this quantitative change does 

not amount to softening in content. In the first period of the year, during the New Year’s 

celebrations, hate speech against Christians especially increased, as in the previous years. We also 

found out that hate speech was generated regarding Prime Minister Ahmet Davutoğlu’s to a dinner 

with representatives of several religions as part of “Meeting of religions against Islamophobia”; the 

attack against Charlie Hebdo, a humor magazine published in France; the killing of three young 

people in their homes in the United States of America; and finally the commemoration of the 100th 

anniversary of the Armenian Genocide on April 24th. 

When we look at the articles where hate speech was generated during this period, it can be seen that 

the flow of text is dominated by a feeling of hatred instead of arguments that follow certain logic. 

The examples used as basis for articles are put into circulation with the purpose of fueling the 

polarization between communities and beliefs. It can be said that the ‘production of conspiracy 

theories’ is a basic element in hate speech in this period, as it was in the previous period. Various 

religious and ethnic groups that are ‘secretly operating’ and ‘dominate the world’ are still presented 

as the causes of many adverse occurrences. 

The decrease observed in the number of articles generating hate speech during this period was also 

reflected on the number of targeted groups. While 36 different groups had been subjected to hate 

speech in the previous period, this number decreased to 31 in the first four months of 2015. While 

11 groups were subjected to hate speech on the basis of their national identities, 13 groups were 
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subjected to hate speech because their religious beliefs or being non-believers; 6 groups on the basis 

of their ethnic identities and 1 group on the basis of its generalized geographical identity had been 

subjected to hate speech.151 

8 out of 31 different groups became targets of hate speech in a single article, and we found out the 

following information when we listed how many groups were subjected to hate speech in how many 

articles. Hate speech was found to have been generated 

● Concerning 9 groups in 2 articles,  

● Concerning 1 group (Westerners) in 3 articles,  

● Concerning 1 group (the French) in 4 articles, 

● Concerning 1 group (Shiites) in 5 articles,  

● Concerning 1 group (Alawites) in 8 articles,  

● Concerning 1 group (Greeks) in 9 articles,  

● Concerning 1 group (Atheists) in 11 articles, 

● Concerning 1 group (Rûms) in 12 articles, 

● Concerning 1 group (Kurds) in 13 articles, 

● Concerning 1 group (Non-Muslims) in 14 articles,  

● Concerning 1 group (Syrians) in 16 articles, 

● Concerning 1 group (the British) in 21 articles, 

● Concerning 1 group (Christians) in 73 articles, 

● Concerning 1 group (Jews) in 75 articles, 

● Concerning 1 group (Armenians) in 103 articles.  

 

It is seen that the number of items generating hate speech against Jews and Christians was halved 

and hate speech against Armenians increased by more than 50% compared to the previous period. 

While the attack against the Al-Aqsa Mosque and New Year’s celebrations had played a part in the 

increased number of items against the first two groups in question in the previous period, April 24th 

Armenian Genocide commemoration day was a factor that caused  the number of items against 

Armenians increase to 103 items from 60 items in this period. These data show us once again that 

hate speech is closely related to national and international developments and thus help us to 

understand that it may pose major risks and lead to social disruption, since it has societal, historical 

and political bases.  

While groups that were subjected to hate speech in one or two articles were covered in relation to 

periodic events or incidental examples, one may talk about a conscious hostile attitude and 

systematic hate speech against certain groups which are frequently covered by certain media organs. 

The fact that hate speech that has been generated in many articles for a long period of time always 

targets the same groups provides significant evidence concerning the vulnerability of such groups

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and a rooted and relentless effort to create enmity. The fact that these groups include peoples, 

beliefs and ethnic origins living together in this territory aggravates the potential risks of hate speech 

as well as its power of facilitating hate crimes.  

As seen in the following graphs, the groups which are relatively less subjected to hate speech have 

not been listed under the ‘Others’ category this time in order to reflect the diversity of the targeted 

groups; in this way, we tried to show how the target of hate speech varies in accordance with the 

context. 

However, consistent with the ‘closeness’ criterion, which is one of the basic requirements for a 

certain subject to be covered by media in a certain territory, it was observed that hate speech was 

not generated against groups, ethnicities, etc. that are not closely related to the historical or current 

situation in Turkey. For instance, the British, the Germans and the French are frequently subjected to 

hate speech given the historical and current connections. On the other hand, it is observed that the 

groups that have almost never been mentioned in the reports of previous periods, like Syrians, have 

become new targets of hate speech in the light of recent developments. Regarding the case of 

Syrians, if the second part of the report, titled ‘Discriminatory Discourse in Print Media’, covering the 

period between September and December 2014 is examined, it may be seen that the perceptions of 

‘enmity’ and ‘crime’ have become very dominant.

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When we consider the common characteristics of target groups, we see that hate speech has been 

generated primarily on the basis of religious identity again in this period. It is determined that hate 

speech has been generated in a total of 197 items against 13 different groups with non-Islamic 

beliefs, non-Sunni beliefs or without any beliefs. 11 groups were subjected to hate speech in 61 

items based on national identity; and 6 groups were subjected to hate speech in 132 items based on 

ethnic identity. While 103 articles evaluated under the last category are targeted Armenians, Kurds 

have the second place with 13 articles and Rûms have the third place with 12 articles. While the 

British came first under the category of national identity with 21 articles; hate speech against Syrian 

refugees, coming right after the British with 16 items, also increased compared to the previous 

period. 

Another issue that should be noted is that a single item containing hate speech usually targets more 

than one group. Therefore, when a categorization is made in accordance with the targeted groups, 

278 instances of hate speech were found in 270 articles examined. In addition, given the fact that 26 

items targeted only Jews, 21 items targeted only Christians and 74 items targeted only Armenians 

out of 278 items examined, it is revealed that a total of 121 articles, that is 43% of all hate speech 

items, targeted only three groups. 

Considering the groups associated with each other in terms of hate speech, we have seen that Jews 

are mentioned only with Christians in 24 items, and with other groups in addition to Christians in a 

total of 35 items. We see that Armenians have been associated with Christians in 11 items and with 

Kurds in 9 items.  

The majority of the articles that have been found to contain hate speech in the period covering 

January – April 2015 were featured in the national press and the discrepancy between the numbers 

of hate speech instances in the national press and in the local press was seen to have increased 

compared to previous periods. 228 out of 270 (84.4%) articles evaluated as part of the analysis were 

from 30 different national publications. The remaining 42 articles (15.6%) featured in 25 different 

local newspapers. 

It was observed again in this period that hate speech was mostly generated in columns by a 

significant majority. The items examined consist of 161 columns and 92 news articles, excluding the 

ones repeated in different times and newspapers. Article series, special reports, letters sent to the 

readers’ pages as well as items published on pages titled ‘Speaker’s Corner’ and ‘Time Tunnel’ were 

evaluated under the category of ‘Others’ (17 items). It was found that hate speech has been 

generated against several groups under various categories in 6 columns and in 2 publications under 

the ‘Others’ category. Therefore, we have seen that hate speech was generated in 167 columns, 92 

news articles and 19 items under the ‘Others’ category when we include numbers of these hate 

speech instances among the total number of hate speech items generated.  

Although the ranking of the groups that have been subjected to hate speech, hostility and othering in 

Turkish press changed, the targeted groups remained almost the same in this period. In the first 

quarter of the year, it is found that Armenians were the ones who were subjected to hate speech 

most with 103 items. Jews have the second place with 75 items, while Christians ranked third with 
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73 items. The British, Syrians, Non-Muslims, Kurds, Rûms, Atheists followed them with 21, 16, 14, 13, 

12 and 11 items respectively as the groups subjected to hate speech. 

Considering the distribution of hate speech in the examined items by the targeted groups, the 

following graph is attained:

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In addition, 42 news articles and columns that contain hate speech against women and LGBTI 

individuals7 were not included in the statistical analyses and evaluated separately under the title of 

‘Other Disadvantaged Groups’, like in previous reports. Various items with discriminatory content 

that facilitate hate speech are also covered in the same section. 

Distribution of Content by Type, Newspaper and Categories 

Although hate speech was generated predominantly in columns again in this period, there was a 

significant decrease, from 78.8% to 60%, compared to the previous period. Accordingly, an increase 

was observed in the number of news articles containing hate speech and while news articles 

constituted 18.38% of all items last year, it almost doubled up and rose to 33% in this period. This 

change points out an important issue also in terms of hate speech analyses. The fact that there is an 

increase in hate speech in news articles, which are supposed to be written as impartially and without 

comments as possible if not absolutely objective, indicates that there is a serious problem about 

journalism. On the other hand, it may be noted as a wish that this increase could lead to a rather 

positive consequence, if the occupational organizations grow more interested in this issue and such 

articles are more effectively tracked. Apart from news articles and columns, the number of articles 

under the title of ‘Others’ constitute 6.8%. 

During this period, while 35 out of 92 (38%) news articles were published with the reporter’s name, 

the news agency was stated in 13 items and 44 items were published only with the newspaper’s 

name or with ‘News Desk’ signature / city information. There was an increase in all three referencing 

methods compared to the previous period (partly due to the increase in the number of news 

articles). On this point, the role of the news agencies should be noted. As in the previous periods, we 

frequently see that hate speech is generated in titles written for the news articles taken from the 

news agencies. In this case, it may be said that the publication itself is responsible for the generation 

of hate speech. However, it was found in one article that hate speech was generated directly by 

Anadolu News Agency. In the article titled ‘100-year-old pain of the Armenian genocide cannot be 

soothed’ published in Tünaydın newspaper, opinions of secondhand witnesses concerning ‘the 

massacres committed by Armenians’ are included, and enmity is incited between peoples by 

expressions such as “Armenian cruelty”, “massacring of their relatives (by Armenians/İ.E.Ş.)” etc. and 

by the opinions received. This example is also significant given the fact that Anadolu News Agency is 

a state institution.

While 83.7% of hate speech (228 items) were found in the national press, 16.2% (42 items) were 

featured in the local press.

In the process of listing the newspapers a by frequency of hate speech, the publications generating 

hate speech under different categories against several groups in a single article were regarded as a 

single publication. Consequently, Vahdet newspaper ranked first among the national newspapers in 

terms of hate speech content (42 items, 18.5%). The newspaper, which had been listed in the report 

with four items in the previous period, got closer in terms of percentage to Milli Gazete (19.8%), 

which had ranked first in the same period.  Milli Gazete (12.8%) with 29 publications; Yeni Mesaj with 

22 publications (10.6%); Yeni Akit with 22 publications (9.7%); Ortadoğu newspaper with 21 (9.2%); 

Yeniçağ newspaper with 16 (7%); and Takvim with 12 (5.3%) followed Vahdet. Milat and Türkiye with 

10 items (4.4%) each; Sözcü with 7 items (3%); Anayurt and Önce Vatan with 4 items (1.7%); and Star 

with 3 items (1.3%) followed them. Hate speech was generated in 2 items each (0.8%) in Akşam, 

Aydınlık, Habertürk, Sabah, Yeni Söz, Yeni Şafak, and Yurt newspapers; and 1 item each (0.4%) in 
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Anadoluda Vakit, Bugün, Evrensel, Günboyu, Güneş, Hürriyet, Millet, Posta Vatan, and Yeni Asya 

newspapers.

Hate speech instances in the newspapers were examined under four categories, which were 

determined methodologically in this period as well: (1) Exaggeration / Attribution / Distortion, (2) 

Swearing / Insult / Denigration, (3) Enmity / War Discourse, (4) Using a natural element of one’s 

identity as a cause for hate / Symbolization.8 

                                                           
8  These categories were determined in order to make it easier to understand hate speech that is 
generated in various ways, explicitly or implicitly. It is undoubtedly possible to detect several 
categories in one item, and in such cases, the dominant category was regarded in order to make 
classification. 
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Exaggeration / Attribution / Distortion comes first (124 items) among these four categories during 

the four-month period examined. Enmity / War Discourse (109 items) and Swearing / Insult / 

Denigration (41 items) categories followed it. 4 items were considered to fall under the category of 

Using a natural element of one’s identity as a cause for hate / Symbolization within the period 

examined and only Jews were targeted in three of these items, while in one item, Germans, the 

French and the British were targeted together.

With respect to hate speech against Armenians, the group that is subjected to hate speech most 

during the period examined, the category Enmity / War Discourse ranks the first with 75 items. 

Exaggeration / Attribution / Distortion and Swearing / Insult / Denigration follow with 21 items and 
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Considering the distribution of categories by target groups, the hate speech against Jews has been 

generated mostly under the category of Exaggeration / Attribution / Distortion with 41 items. 

Enmity / War Discourse category ranks second with 19 items, while 12 publications containing 

Swearing / Insult / Denigration and 3 publications containing Using a natural element of one’s 

identity as a cause for hate / Symbolization were found. 64 of the items in question were published 

in the national press and 11 of them were published in the local press.

The category Exaggeration / Attribution / Distortion ranked first with 43 items for Christians, the 
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Armenians and Jews have usually shared the top of the list and there had been a significant 

difference in number between them and the following groups in previous periods. However, in the 

third quarter of 2014, we saw that this ranking changed, the difference between the first two groups 

and the ones that follow them was gaped to a certain extent, and that the first four groups got 

slightly closer to each other in number. A comparative table including this period provides various 

hints:

As seen in the table above, hate speech against Armenians increased 1.5 times especially due to the 

100th anniversary of the Armenian Genocide, while hate speech against Christians and Jews was 

almost halved. The most important change shown in the table is that the Syrians made their way to 

the top five. As relationships between communities formed or develop, an increase in hate speech 

against one (or more) of those communities is also observed. For a better understanding, it would be 

reasonable to regard the political discourse generated during the same period and to determine the 

events that may be defined as milestones. 

When we analyze hate speech against the British, who are on the fourth place, we see that all of 

them were published in the national press and that 20 hate speech items except for one were 

featured in columns. 15 articles were found under the category of Exaggeration / Attribution / 

Distortion, 4 articles under the category of Swearing / Insult / Denigration and 1 item each in the 

categories of Enmity / War Discourse and Using a Natural Element of One’s Identity as a Cause for 

Hate / Symbolization.

As mentioned earlier, these four categories that are used to classify items were determined in order 

to provide a better understanding of how hate speech discourse is generated. The dominant 

category was regarded during the process of classification. Given the fact that the basis of all hate 

speech is “hostile” ideas, it would be misleading to regard these categories as mutually exclusive.

Kurucu mentions “treacherous plots” of Jews and Armenians living in the US in the opening sentence 

of his article and says that the Turks resist these plots “heroically” and positions the aforementioned 

groups as enemies. Kurucu maintains this discourse throughout the article and claims that Turks will 

gain an advantage for exercising pressure in the countries they live in, since their population is much 

larger. Although it is possible to express this opinion as a political approach, introducing “treachery” 

result in the generation of hate speech against groups who are identified with it. Given the fact that 

hate speech contains enmity by its “nature”, this article was categorized under Swearing / Insult / 

Denigration on the basis of the use of “treacherous”, though it does not contain any direct call to 

violence, incitement of violence, etc. 

In the article, it was found that some expressions that do not explicitly target a group denigrate / 

exclude women and various ethnicities in Turkey. Kurucu approvingly mentions polygyny in other 

countries, since it enables having more children. He points to the eastern and southeastern regions 

of Turkey by saying “Our citizens who live in the areas close to them” and states that similar 

situations can be found in such areas. He also adds that “one of the major risks for our country’s 

future is the big differences between regions in terms of birth rate”, which is in fact an opinion that 

threatens the right to live. 
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Swearing / Insult / Denigration 

Title: Giaourization or Islamization 
Newspaper: Yeni Akit

Considering the lexical meaning of the word ‘Giaour’ and the fact that it is used for insulting the 

beliefs other than Islam in Turkey, Önsay, in his column titled "Friday Sermon", insults non-Muslim 

people by using the word ‘giaour’ and positioning it in opposition to ‘Islam’ and ‘Islamization’. In the 

article, this connection and defamation is further emphasized by expressions such as “idols of the 

West”, “Westernization, that is being ridiculous, giaourized” as quoted from Cemil Meriç. Again, with 

other quotations, “Westernism” is mentioned with descriptions such as “nudity and contemptible 

life”.

Faruk Köse, in his article about the attack on Charlie Hebdo, a humor magazine published in France, 

defines the incident as “the execution (‘infaz’) of a foul-mouthed cartoonist”. When one looks up the 

word ‘infaz’ in the dictionary by Turkish Language Association, its meanings are given as follows: 

1. noun, law Enforcement, implementation, carrying out of a decision, a judgment 

"Persons other than those assigned are not allowed to take part in the execution." - N. F. 

Kısakürek 

2. To have influence over someone 

Given the legal-based connotation of the word, describing the incident as an "execution" actually 

legitimizes it and thus supports an act of violence that caused deaths. 

As we have seen in other examples, it is possible to criticize the foreign policy of France by strident 

statements, but when one talks about the "death of a few unbelievers who swore to the Muslim 

prophet", the act of killing is given a ‘disguise’ that renders it acceptable. Likewise, Köse clearly states 

that this could be considered as a ‘response’ to a media organ that swore to the Muslim prophet 

rather than an act of terrorism. And later in the article, he goes on to say that this could be defined 

as “self-defence” and thereby he commits the act of ‘praising crime and criminal’, which is in fact 

defined as an offense in the law as well.

Title: THE SUPREME OTTOMAN STATE/EMPIRE  
Newspaper: Yeni Akit

In the letter signed by Nizamettin Bekar, a reader’s views about two TV series of TRT are given. The 

reader writes about the series called “Diriliş Ertuğrul” as the following: “The eternal antagonism 

against the Christian world is covered very well in Diriliş. This series shows us that the Christians have 

never had favorable feelings for us throughout history. They haven’t hesitated to commit all kinds of 

immoralities and cruelty in order to annihilate us." By these statements, he positions Christians as 

enemies and targets them. The newspaper becomes a partner in the regeneration and spread of the 

discourse by featuring the letter. This item is also significant as it shows that TRT, which is a public 

institution like Anadolu Agency mentioned earlier in this report, has produced an item that facilitates 

hate speech. Hate speech encouraged and/or circulated by public institutions provides insight to the 

official policies of the states and their attitude towards the event that are happening or may happen; 

it also reveals the seriousness of the risk that vulnerable groups are faced with.

Title: ‘Alawites are not telling the truth!’

As in the other example to this category, in this item, hate speech is generated based on a TV show 

as well. It is different from the other example in that the hate speech is generated by the author and 

not by the program. Faruk Aksoy claims that the hosts of the program called ‘Kültür Yolcuları’ do not 

have any knowledge on history, and that the Anatolian Alawites “have always rebelled against the 

state, and especially sold the statesmen out who were acting in accordance with the conditions at 

the time in favor of an Iran-based ‘foreign power’; always had conflicts with the religious scholars of 

any period over the fundamental rules and regulations of Islam and organized major riots” and 

thereby he alienates Alawites both from citizenship and Islam. Likewise, he also links the shut-down 

of Necmettin Erbakan’s Welfare Party to the Alawites and he places the Alawites in the enemy status 

throughout the article.

Title: We are fed up with Armenians 
Newspaper: Hürriyet

Newspapers feature their readers’ opinions in various ways. The column managed by Yalçın Bayer is 
considered as a ‘Special Page’ within this framework. However, as we saw in the article titled 
“Seydibeşir Usare Camp and Taksim” written by M. Fatih Parlaktaş in the same column in June 2013, 
it appears that this process also requires a monitoring mechanism. This article by a reader also point 
out the feeling of discomfort evoked by a certain identity starting from its title. Enmity is incited 
between peoples that have been living together throughout history by expressions such as “The 
unruliness of Armenians”, “the community stabbing in the back”, “cruelty and massacres committed 
by provoked Armenian gangs”.  
 
One of the main the ways to determine hate speech is to replace your own identity with the identity 
in question, when you are not sure if there is hate speech. In this context, if we ask the question 
"Would it be possible to feature a reader's letter with the title 'We are fed up with Turks' and a 
similar content?”, it could become more comprehensible why the article is disturbing and dangerous. 
Likewise, as we have repeated in other examples, if we imagine that a title like "We are fed up with 
Turks" is published, for example, in a French newspaper, it would be easier to understand why this 
example has been included in the report. 
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Exaggeration / Attribution / Distortion 

Title: Teacher became a victim of the Syrian he/she had helped 
Newspaper: Vatan

Covering a criminal case, this news article generates discriminatory speech by using the expressions 
"helped”, “became a victim”, and by emphasizing the identity of one of the parties (Syrian). By 
providing the information that a “Syrian" hurt a person who had helped himself/herself in the title, 
the prejudices against Syrians in the society are incited and regenerated. This information is also 
repeated in the content, and although one feels that there could be a background of this incident, a 
singular criminal case is generalized to include everyone who have the same citizenship. 
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Exaggeration / Attribution / Distortion 

Title: Syrian defrauder stole 70,000 liras 
Newspaper: Takvim 
Date: 04.02.2015

In this article, the suspect's national identity is included in the title and repeated in the text; thereby, 

a singular incident is attributed to everyone who shares that identity, which is end up being 

associated with crime.  

Above all, more information is needed for this article to be more accurate. According to the 

information we have, we can recommend a title like “Defrauder caught on his/her way”, because it 

would feature the interesting aspect of the situation and it would not be targeting any identity. In 

terms of journalism, not mentioning the national identity of the person does not affect the quality of 

the news, as long as it is not directly related to the topic. 

As in the previous example, imagining that a similar news article with "Turkish defrauder" title is 

published, for example, in Germany would make it easier to understand the possible effects.

As in the examples above, a national identity is mentioned in the title and associated with crime in 
this news article as well. And as a result, an action, which was taken by one person or a few persons 
who have that identity, is attributed to a whole nation; a criminal case that may be encountered 
every day is covered as if it is peculiar to the identity in question. Not mentioning the identity of the 
criminal would not have affected the quality of the news, unless there is an intention to create a 
certain perception concerning the identity in question.

In the first of the examples given above, the word ‘Jewish' is used as an adjective and combined with 
a word like ‘trap’, which has negative connotations, and the person’s identity is used as an element 
of hate / humiliation. Names of various persons and institutions are given and the claims about the 
finance companies that place ads and send messages like “loans given to everyone”, “your debts are 
restructured” to mobile phones are associated with the religious identity of these people in the 
article. Using expressions such as “they are taking hold of the markets”, “they are confiscating 
people’s salaries” without answering the question “How” contribute to escalation of enmity against 
this identity. 
 
In the other two news articles, it is seen that Israeli soldiers or Israeli Prime Minister are meant by 
the word "Jew". In these news articles, in which information on a certain country is given, a certain 
religious identity is associated with the country and emphasized. In order to eliminate hate speech in 
these articles, titles such as “Netanyahu could not put up with it / Israeli Prime Minister could not put 
up with it” and “Israeli soldier detained the fishermen and opened fire to them / Israeli soldier 
opened fire to the fishermen" could be used. In this way, the incidents that are the subject matter of 
the articles could be conveyed to the readers in a more accurate way. 
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OTHER DISADVANTAGED GROUPS 

42 items, which consist of 40 items that were not included in the first part since different groups 

(women, lesbians, gays, bisexuals, transgender and intersex / LGBTI9) are targeted and two other 

articles that were already analyzed in the first part on the basis of the other targeted group in the 

item, were analyzed in terms of the discourse used. Both LGBTIs and women are targeted in one of 

these articles, thus the number of items has been found to be 43.

29 out of 43 items analyzed under the title of ‘Other disadvantaged groups’ contained hate speech 

against LGBTI individuals. Hate speech against women was observed 14 times in the period and 

publications that were analyzed.

There were 20 news articles, 19 columns and three articles included in the ‘Other’ (archive, special 

page, editorial) category among 42 publications that were determined to contain hate speech. We 

see that the number of columns and news articles are almost equal in this period. As we mentioned 

in the previous part, although this is an unfavorable development in terms of journalism, it may also 

be regarded as a positive element since the ways for intervention is increased as well. 

29 of the articles were published with a name/signature. Apart from the columns, 50% of the articles 

were signed. We have seen that the expression “News Desk” was used in three of the news articles, 

which means that the department that issued the content is specified. Vahdet is the publication that 

had generated the highest number of hate speech items against LGBTIs and women with 18 items, 

and Milli Gazete, which had ranked the first in the previous period, has the second place in this 
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period. The newspaper Yeni Akit follows it with five publications generating hate speech against 

LGBTIs and women in the national media. In local media, on the other hand, only one item of hate 

speech against women was found in the newspaper Gaziantep Referans. The complete list of the 

newspapers that generated hate speech against women and LGBTIs is as follows:

This article, which is similar to the article by the same author published with the same title on 

January 23rd, 2014, exactly a year ago, is an extremely significant example, since it presents women’s 

working with men as a justification for abuse, rape and murder and thus legitimizes such acts of 

violence. Women’s working with men is claimed to be a sin in the article. The article claims that 

women may work in fields such as sewing, embroidery, knitting or piecework within the household 

or in the areas where no man is present, such as textile workshops. The expressions that follow 

create the impression that femicide is the natural consequence of various acts of women: “Then her 

husband wants to kill her. ‘Have you been with this man, has the man touched you, did he make eyes 

at you.’ He ends up in jail, she ends up in grave”.

Hayrettin Karaman, in his article, uses the following statements: “If people have the right to be 

atheist and gay in democracies based on human rights, then the others have the right to have a ‘dim 

view' of atheists and gays based on their own values and they are even obliged to do so if they are 

Muslims". Since he discusses discrimination against atheists and gays by emphasizing the expressions 

"obliged" and then "to adopt a particular attitude", he also paves the way for this discourse to turn 

into an act: “Adopting an attitude towards the occurrences and acts which Islam finds bad, ill and 

immoral is a duty of Muslims”. 

Vahdet newspaper republished this article by Karaman under the title of “A dim view of atheists and 

gays is a right” on a page which features articles from other media outlets a day after it was 

published in the newspaper Yeni Şafak.

Title: Why shouldn’t a woman be a leader?

Four articles of Sema Maraşlı, who was included in the hate speech report with two of her articles, 

were really close to discriminatory discourse-hate speech; however, they were not included in the 

statistics. The author makes inferences which may reinforce the passive position of women against 

men on the basis of various characteristics she attributes to women and she talks about the 

importance of leadership and claims that God gave this responsibility to men. Maraşlı tries to 

legitimize her stance with a religious reference and defines woman as a submissive, indecisive being 

deprived of will and the feeling of justice who cannot take responsibilities, and uses all kinds of 

discourse that will solidify women’s degraded position in society. 

Maraşlı defends similar views in her article titled ‘Differences between Women and Men’ published 

on January 12, 2015, which was not included in the statistics, and writes about the differences 

between men and women which she claims to be unquestionable and inherent, and thus 

unchangeable. In her article titled ‘What is Contrary to Creation is also Contrary to Religion’ 

published on January 26, she discusses feminism from a similar perspective and mentions that the 

feminists have gained all the rights they have ever wanted but they are not satisfied and that they 

are continuously trying to degrade men. By mentioning the superiority of men in the household, she 

basically legitimizes all acts of violence against women who do not accept this, and thus she paves 

the way for domestic violence. Similarly, in her article published on January 28th titled ‘Misandry’, 

she adopts a discourse which may support the existent inequality and ignore the struggle of women 

by statements such as ‘feminists are taking advantage of femicides’, ‘they have bad intentions’, ‘they 

are persistently trying to portray all men as murderers’ etc., and she defines a Muslim feminist, who 

seemingly have criticized her, as one of “those whose minds have become tainted”.

By way of the murder of Özgecan Arslan, Meryem Nida makes the observation that violence has 

increased in society and says, “We are all responsible for what happened, we cannot go on with our 

lives as if nothing happened!”. Then, she mentions the responsibilities of parents, teachers, 

managers, people, media and men and she assigns a responsibility to women: “We, as women, are 

responsible for what happened, since we provoke men who are already deprived of morals, draw the 

attention of murderous eyes and, so to speak, welcome such undesired tragedies with our clothes”. 

Nida defines the way women dress as an element “welcoming the undesired tragedies caused by 

men”, and by this definition, she presents women as the main culprits of femicides and violence 

against women just like her colleague Sema Maraşlı. Thus, she means that its women’s responsibility 

to avoid being murdered by adjusting their behavior.

The most important aspect of this article, which was published in the newspaper Vahdet, is that it 

was featured in the sub-headline. Given that there is a sort of news hierarchy on the main page, it 

may be inferred that this article was regarded very important by the newspaper. The article is about 

a joint declaration made by Kaos GL, one of the associations defending the rights of LGBTIs in Turkey, 

and Pink Armenia Association: “100th anniversary of the Armenian deportation serves as a ‘litmus 

paper’ for the traitors within Turkey. Deviants also joined the groups of traitors who call 1915 events 

‘genocide’. Kaos GL, the association of deviants, made a joint declaration with Pink Armenia, its 

counterpart in Armenia”. The newspaper uses the expression “Deviants who side with the opponents 

almost every time when there is a development to the detriment of Turkey ” for LGBTIs based on this 

event. Furthermore, apart from insulting LGBTIs, the newspaper portrays them as enemies and also 

politically alienates the persons and institutions in question through a categorization only based on 

sexual orientation-sexual identity.

Both articles above cover the statements by the coach of Elazığspor, Ümit Özat. Noting that Özat is 

former captain of Fenerbahçe soccer team, the article covers his statements about the coach policy 

of his former club and adds that "he also claimed that women do not understand anything from 

soccer". The fact that newspapers do not take a critical stance against this discourse while citing 

Özat's views leads to the spread of a discourse that humiliates women: “Not even 5 women were 

involved in the 120-year-old history of soccer. We may say that a woman can be a teacher, a cook, a 

psychologist, but I dare the ones who criticized me to bring a woman for coaching a team. Let her 

come and lead 30 men and let me see it”.  

 

The newspaper Millet published a photograph of Özat together with his assistant and noted  “By the 

way, Duygu Erdoğan, Ümit Özat’s assistant” between parentheses. Considering the siutation from 

this perspective, it may be claimed that Millet had a more critical view of the issue than Sözcü. 

However, both articles were issued in a way that reinforces prejudice against women in the society, 

and none of them find it necessary to include the views of any woman regarding the issue. 
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
